WHAT THE ENDOWMENT DOES

Most often, a church endowment program consists of one or more permanent funds such as:

Mission Fund – for missions in and beyond the local community
Building Fund – for maintenance, care, improvements, and construction of  physical facilities
General Endowment Fund – for special needs and ministries determined by church leadership
Scholarship Fund – for college-bound or seminary students

Professional Enrichment Fund – for clergy and staff
An endowment fund can:

· enhance ministry/outreach

· help care for facilities

· encourage us to be better stewards

· help our church avoid conflicts over money

· provide a vehicle for giving
It prepares your church building for the future by assisting it with its capital needs.

It prepares your church programmatically for the future by being used to form and fund new ministries as times change and new needs arise in the community.

It helps protect against hard times and disasters by being used to meet the financial needs at such times.

It increases your church’s financial standing and credit-worthiness so that future expansions can be made in response to expanding community ministries.
