There are THREE easy steps to creating a permanent endowment fund in your church.

Step one  

Inform the administrative board of your plans to create a permanent endowment fund. Get approval to proceed. 

Step two  

A small formation committee meets to draw up guidelines for the fund. This committee will also make recommendations for who might serve on the first permanent endowment committee.   Our resource booklet has sample guidelines as well as sample resolutions to be presented at charge conference. Contact your development officer for assistance.

Step three  

The formation committee presents the guidelines and the nominations to a charge conference for formal adoption. 

After charge conference

The newly formed permanent endowment committee will meet to elect officers and plan a promotional timeline.  The endowment fund must be continually lifted up to the church members through sermons, worship celebration moments, mailings, study and discussion throughout the church as planned by the Endowment Committee and carried out by the pastor, key leaders and other volunteers of the church.  Your development officer can provide ideas and samples.
